10. What is sin?
Failing to do what God commands.
(1 Jn. 3:4; Rom. 3:10-12, 20; James 2:9-11)

11. What have we inherited as a result of their sin?
A sinful nature and death.
(Gen. 2:17, 6:5; Jer. 17:9; Ps. 58:3; Matt. 15:18-20; Rom. 8:7; Eph. 2:3)

12. What do we deserve due to our sin?
The judgment and wrath of God.

1. Who is Jesus?

6. How do we receive Jesus and what He did for us?
By repenting, and trusting in Him alone for our salvation.
(Mark 1:15; Acts 2:37-38, 4:12; 16:30-31; Luke 19:8-10; 1 Thess. 1:9-10)

7. Can we repent and believe in Jesus by our strength?
No, only by God’s grace.
(John 6:44; Rom. 5:5; 1 Cor. 2:13-14, 12:3)

8. Who lives in our hearts once we repent and believe in Jesus?

God the Holy Spirit.

To love and follow Him to the end.

Yes, and forever.
